EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 
In anticipation of the Fire Department’s new tower truck being placed into service in the next 
30 days, the minimum height that trees must be maintained over roadways must be increased 
from 12 feet to 14 feet to allow the taller truck clearance. 

PRIOR ACTIONS OR REVIEWS 
None. 

DETAILS / STAFF ANALYSIS 
Currently, the minimum height that trees must be maintained over roadways is 12 feet.  The 
new tower truck is 12-½ feet in height, requiring an increase in the clearance to 14 feet.  There 
are no other changes to the existing ordinance. 
 
Once approved, the Fire Department, Code Enforcement, and Marketing and Communication 
departments will roll out an educational campaign concerning the changes.

 WHEREAS the City of Portland Code of Ordinances regulates the maintenance of 12 

trees and shrubs on, around, and over public property; and, 13

 WHEREAS the City of Portland Fire Department utilizes fire apparatuses that 15 

require minimum height clearances over public streets, 16

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF 18

SECTION 1.  21

Chapter 19, Article I, Section 19-4-1 of the Code of Ordinances of the City of Portland is 23 

hereby amended to read as follows: 24

Sec. 19-4-1. - Planting, removal and maintenance of trees and shrubs on, around and over 26 

public property. 27 

 28 

(a) Planting and removing. No person or corporation shall plant or remove any 29 

tree or shrub on public property without permission from the city manager or 30 

his designee, unless such work is required by ordinance or a condition placed 31 

upon a property by the board of adjustment, planning and zoning commission, 32 

or city council.  33 

 34 

(b) Maintenance—Trees pruned/removed. It shall be the duty of any person or 35 

persons owning or occupying real property and whose responsibility shall 36 

include that portion of public property bordering on any street, alley or public 37 

way upon which there may be trees, to prune or remove such trees to a clear 38 

height of seven (7) feet above the sidewalk, and to a clear height of fourteen 39 

(14) twelve (12) feet above the driving surface, so that they will not obstruct 40 

the passage of pedestrians, obstruct or handicap vehicles upon streets and 41 

alleys, obstruct or shade street lights, obstruct fire hydrants, obstruct the view 42 

of traffic signs, or obstruct the view of any street or alley intersection for a 43 

distance of twenty (20) feet from the point of intersecting property lines.  44

(c) Notification. Any owner or occupant whose property is in violation of this 46 

section shall be notified of the violation by an inspector who shall be 47 

appointed by the city manager. The written notice must be given to the owner 48 

or occupant personally or must be sent by first class mail. A mailed notice shall 49 

be addressed to the last known address of the owner or occupant. If personal 50 

service cannot be obtained, the notice shall be by published at least once in 51 

the city's official newspaper, or by posting the notice on or near the front door 52 

of each building on the property to which the violation relates, or by posting 53 

the notice on a placard attached to a stake driven into the ground on the 54 

property to which the violation relates, if the property contains no buildings.  55 

 56 

(d) Violation and penalty. Any violation of the terms of this section shall be 57 

deemed a misdemeanor and, upon conviction thereof, any person so violating 58 

same shall be fined a sum not exceeding five hundred dollars ($500.00). Each 59 

day that a violation is permitted to exist shall constitute a separate offense. 60 

This penalty shall be in addition to any civil penalties sought by the city for 61 

damages caused to city property.  62

SECTION 2. REPEALER 64

All previously adopted rules, regulations, policies and ordinances in conflict with this 66 

Ordinance are hereby repealed. 67

SECTION 3. SEVERABILITY 69 

 70 

If any provision, section, clause or phrase of this Ordinance, or the application of same to 71 

any person or set of circumstances is, for any reason held to be unconstitutional, void or 72 

invalid, the validity of the remaining portions of this Ordinance shall not be affected 73 

thereby, it being the intent of the City Council in adopting this Ordinance that no portion 74 

hereof, or provisions or regulations contained herein, shall become inoperative or fail by 75 

reason of any unconstitutionality of any other portion hereof, and all provisions of this 76 

Ordinance are declared severable for that purpose. 77

SECTION 4. PENALTY 79

Any person who violates this Ordinance shall be guilty of a misdemeanor and, upon 81 

conviction thereof, shall be subject to a fine not exceeding five hundred dollars ($500.00).  82 

Each and every day that a violation of this Ordinance occurs shall constitute a separate 83 

offense.  The culpable mental state required by Chapter 6.02, Texas Penal Code, is 84 

specifically negated and dispensed with and a violation is a strict liability offense. 85

SECTION 5. PUBLICATION AND EFFECTIVE DATE 87

This Ordinance shall be published after second reading hereof by publishing the caption 89 

thereof in the official newspaper with a statement the public may view the Ordinance in 90
